Foreword

Year five of the 7s League has ended and undoubtedly it has been the most successful to date.  Disability Sport Fife (DSF) is indebted to David McArdle and Kevin Lee from the Scottish Football Association for their continued support of football development in Fife and their constant interest and encouragement.  Similarly, DSF is indebted to Derek Lowe, Area Co-ordinator of the Fife Referees Association for support and special thank you to referees Alastair Watt, Andrew McGachan and Dennis Cotterill who supported the 2015 League.  Kirkcaldy High School has become a major partner of DSF.  The provision of the excellent school football facilities for the League has been instrumental to the League’s success.  Special thanks to Rector, Derek Allan and Principal Teacher of PE, Malcolm Stewart.

The 2015 7s League Programme Report includes details of winning schools and participating schools plus of course the individual pupils who have been singled out because of their goal scoring record, overall play or simply because they caught the eye of tournament monitor, SFA / DSF coach Dave Costello.  As well as providing shields and medals to the most successful teams the Scottish FA provides kit for the top goal scorer and leading goalkeeper.  DSF recognises the leading teams in the junior division and the leading junior players and top goal scorer.

Balwearie HS, Woodmill HS, Lochgelly HS, Glenrothes HS, Madras College and Bell Baxter HS participated in the 2015 7s League.  The introduction of the S1/S2 tournament has been an outstanding success and undoubtedly helps to prepare young players for involvement in the S3-S6 senior teams in later years.  A recent visit to Auchmuty HS by the DSF President, indicated there is a strong possibility that this new DAS Department may compete in the 2016 League.  DSF is not far away from involving all Secondary Schools with DAS Departments in the League.  Visitors to the tournament were quick to praise the young Fife players on their excellent behaviour on the field of play in addition to the quality of their football.  
DSF is excited about being involved with the new Fife Football Academy.  This has come about because of the enthusiasm of Davie Honeyman and Lee Bailey, the Scottish FA Fife Football Development Officers who have taken a keen interest in the DSF 7s League this year in particular.  There is no doubt that the Fife Football Academy will be inclusive.  As an interim stage to involving DSF members, blocks of football coaching are being offered to the Fife Secondary School DAS Departments during the summer term, led by Scottish FA and DSF coach, Dave Costello.  From these blocks of coaching the leading players from schools across Fife will be identified and invited to attend the Fife Football Academy.  DSF and the Scottish FA Football Development Officers in Fife are keen to identify young players from Fife to challenge for places in the National U19s team.  To date no Fife player has been selected for a national team.  In addition the Scottish FA Fife Football Development Officers offer teachers who work with pupils with additional support needs the opportunity to attend Scottish FA football coaching courses run throughout the year across Fife.

DSF as always pays tribute to the schools staff who are critical to the success of the Fife 7s League.  The tournament has come a long way in five years and more schools than ever are now participating.  Of particular significance this year has been the number of girls who have taken part and this is encouraging.  We look forward one day to offering a parallel tournament for girls.  
Balwearie HS and Woodmill HS have been invited to represent Fife at the National 7s Finals at Ravenscraig on Wednesday 20 May as winner and runner-up of the senior tournament.  This is an opportunity for the leading Fife teams to play against the winning teams in Regional 7s Leagues held across Scotland.  We wish the young Fife representative players all the very best in this very challenging tournament.  Towards the end of 2015 we shall circulate information about the 2016 tournament but in the meantime many thanks to all those who have contributed to the success of the 2015 DSF 7s League.
